[bookmark: _GoBack]The War Related Illness and Injury Study Center (WRIISC) at the East Orange Campus of the VA New Jersey Health Care System (in East Orange, NJ) seeks to hire a Research Coordinator and a Clinical/Counseling Psychologist. Incumbents will work on a three year multi-site Randomized Controlled Trial to examine the efficacy of Problem-Solving Therapy as a cognitive remediation therapy for Veterans with Gulf War Illness. The WRIISC is a tertiary clinical research center that uses an integrated and translational approach. The WRIISC is located just outside of New York City and specializes in helping Veterans with complex conditions and medically unexplained illness. Study Coordinator: The study coordinator will work closely with the Investigators to develop the study protocol, manage the IRB and assist with grant budgeting and preparation. The study coordinator will manage a  team of three RA’s housed at the three sites (East Orange NJ, Bedford, MA and Syracuse, NY) and work closely with the study therapist and therapist team to ensure study progress and monitoring. 
  
Study Therapist: A full time licensed clinical or counseling Psychologist or Social Worker is sought to provide therapy to Veterans seen through the study. Experience with Problem-Solving Therapy or cognitive remediation therapy is not required. The therapist will provide therapy to participants in the study, provide crisis intervention for Veterans who endorse suicidal or homicidal ideation during the screening process and supervise fellows and/or students who are providing therapy as part of the study. The therapist will also work with the PI to develop and implement new treatments that are being piloted at the WRIISC.
